excess.of the estimated maximum quantity and intensity demanded by the
circuit to which the conductor. belongs and 4o .maintain all lights on the
circuit at their maximum illuminatory power, and in no case shall the
conductor on any circuit heve & conducting surface or capacity of less
than Number Eight American gauge copper wirs to suit system of electric
lighting to be used and all such wires or conductors shall bs well and
securely covered with a good insuleting material all well and securely-

insulated by glasq or other insulated materlal at all points of suspen- -

sion or support.
Section 3-Be it further ordalned that all llnes of wires, all poles
masts, landing of the shore ends of all the cmble as well as all other
nacessary works and constructions shall be located so as not +o obstruct
the public use of the streets, levess and publlc places, or to interfere
with commerce or travsl,

Section 4., Be it further ordalned that in all cases where the wires

or conductors of any of the circuits shall enter any building, such
conductors shall be carried into the building without any resduction of
its size or conductivity, at the point of entering and in all cases
where in entering ‘the wire shall come noar the structure of such build-
ings it shall bo woll and. thoroughly insulated and all points whero

such conductors shall contact with or pass through wood in anturlng

such building the same shall have at that ‘point :

extra coating of rubber or other insulating material at least one {1/8)
eighth of an inck in thickness outside of the wire, and the extra coat-
ing shall enwelope the wire as far as it shall continue t¢ pass through
wood; and no wire or conductor shall have any point within; four feot..

Section 5-Be it further ordained; ‘that all arc, lights fed by eléctricity
shall be securely enclosed by glass or in glass or porcelain globes,
end so protected at the top as well as at the bottom that it will be
impossible for a spark from the burning carbon points to escape, .
Section 6-Be it further ordained, that it is the duty of. the syndic or
other properly constituted authority, in their respective wards, to
have inspected all lines of wires and conductors erected or in use by
sald grantees or their assigns syd fto ascertain whethsr the same are
erected and operated as required by this ordinance, and to cause the
same and all provisions thareof to be ohseyed and observed; and in case
it is reported that the said Wwires are so run or fastened as to bs not
safe in every respect, as contemplated by this ordinance, then the
syndic shall have the right to order the immediate removal or recon-
struction in such manner as to conform with the requirements hersin
ordained

Section 7T-Be it further ordained, that all splices or points, wherever
the same may occur, shall be thoroughly soldered after such splice or
point is mede and in addition thereto shall be well and thoroughly
wrapped with Pertre tape or other 1nsu1at1n% material, so as to produce
perfect insulation at such point or splice
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Section 8 Be it further ordained that the said-grantees, their successors
or assigns shall as much as possible avoid crossing any telephone, tele-
graph or fire alarm wire, but where it. bscomes necessary to ocross wire or
wires, the electric wire or wires shall at such point be additionally
insulated with proper insulating mater;al and after such insulation the
wire crossing, viz: +the olectric wire and such wires as it crosses, shall
be bound together in such a manner as to prevent any fres motion, whereby
the insulation of any of the wires might be destroyed,
Section 9-Be it further ordained, that this Police Jury reserves the right
to amend or-qualify this ordlnance from time to time, adding to the
conditions and llmltatlons slready recitsd,
and such other and additional requirements as scientific demonstrations
mzy show to be necessary for the preservetion of persons or property
Section 10-. Be it further ordainocd that this ordinance shall be inopera-
tive; unless work be commenced in.six months and comple%ed within twelve
months of the passage of +this ordinance.
