PREFACE

The Louisiana Historicel Records Survey Project is & unit of the
WEA Historical Records Survey Frogrem headed wntil March 1, 1940, by Dr.
Luther H. Evans. In the netion and in eech state, the project operates
under the administrative supervision of the Research and Records Section
of the Division of Professional and Service Projects, Work Projeots
Admipistretion. From its beginning as & nationmwide project late in
1935, the Historical Records Survey operated under the Writerts Projeot
until November, 1936, when it beoeme an individual part of Federal Pro-
ject Yo« 1. The Louisiana unit remeined under the Writerts Project
until Merch, 1937. Since October 1, 1939, the work has been continued
in Louisiana as a state-wide project.

In Louisiana, the Survey began operation in March, 1936, under Lyle
Sexon., On March 10, 1937, the writer beoame the State Director of the
Survey. Since March 6, 1938, Vergil L. Bedsole has served as Supervisor
in Louisiane, during the absence of the writer from the State on region-
a2l business.

The project is sponsored by the Department of Archives, Louislena
State University, Dr. Bdwin A. Devis, Archivist, and co-sponsored by
some 65 govermmental agencies throughout the state. In this particular
jnstance, the Police Jury of the Parish of Jefferson has provided the
funds necessary for the publication of this series of volumes, as weéll
as the Inventory of Parish Avehives, for Jefferson Parish.

Gentlemen - e your committee appointed
to examine into the claim of (apt. Wm.
Langridge, for damages sustained by the kill-
ing of his horse on the public road in front
of the Hatch property in the 3%¢ ward of this
parish, beg loave to report that we have ine
vestigeted this claim and heard o number of
witnessos, and in order that this body can
arrive at a cloor understanding of the matter
we would submit the statcments of the witnosscs.

Mr. Chos. Viering, syndic of tho 3%% word,
stated thot ho thought it benefieicl to the
road and thercfore pormitted the Louisiana
Cypross Lumber Co., to dump their bark on said
road, ond he had same spread unless there would
be only threc
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or four piles, cnd it would not pay the parish
to send o man to spread them. '

The only rcason Mr. Viering con supply for
the accident is that Mr. John Longridge must
have been driving very recklessly at the time
of the accident.

Mr, John Longridge stated that on tho 26th
day of July 1895, «t sbout 3 0'Clock p. m. he
in compeny with specicl officcr Feoncy were
driving along the public road on their way to
Westwego in order to execute o warrant on a
murdercer. As he was about the front of the
Hateh property, driving along o2t a moderate
gait he saw the road covered with so many pilces
of bork ond sawdust that he found great diffi-
culty in passing some places, when suddenly one
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wheel of his jumper struck one of the piles of bark and the other wheel
went between two piles on the other side. In turning his horse from get-
ting on another hill his jumper turned over and threw him and Feeney out;
the jumper was thrown over and ‘the shaft got between the horse's leg and
when he had gathered himself from his fall he found his guns, pistols and
other contents of the jumper strewn all over the road, Feeney on ‘the
ground at a short distance, the jumper and harmness broken, and his horse
in the deep diteh alongside of the road. All efforts to raise the horse
were fruitless and it became necessary to engage the services of a veti=-
nary surgeon. It was found that the horse back was broken from the fall
and in spite of all that could be done the horse died threc days therc=-
after. Mr, Landgridge claims that he drove slowly at the time and was
very cautious and that the accident could never have happened if said
obstructions were not placed on the public road.

Special Officer Jomm Feency, stated that the road between the Union
Steve (o., and the upper end of Hatchts place was coverod with at least
over 50 piles of bark and sawdust at tho time; that they were driving
slowly; and in every way corroborated the stoatoment of Mr. Langridgo.

Mrs. Lenn Baptiste an eye [witness] of the accident, stated that
she was standing in front of her housc on the evoning in question, when
two gentlemen in o jumper came, driving along the road in a gentle gait.
They had considerable trouble in passing between piles of bark and saw-
dust by which the road was covered, when suddenly the jumper struck one
of the piles and upset and in falling struck another pile, turning over
and over, Both men were thrown to the ground the jumper was broken and
the horse landed in the ditch, Witness was terrorized oxpocting some
one to be injured; she called aloud for her husband to assist the men,
while she picked up the guns and brought them to the mon; who made all
offorts to raise the horse out of the diteh, but the horse seemed hurt so

badly that it wos impossible for them to.do it.

Charles Bapbtistc stated his attention was called by the screams of
his wife. On coming outside he saw two mon lying on the ground, a broken
jumper and a horse on his back in the ditch, Witnesses corroborated the
statemoent of his wife, Lens Baptiste and further stated that at the port
where the accident happencd throc londs of bark and sawdust woro piloed
abreast ncross the public road at that time and that the accident was no
surprise to him on account thereof,

Mr. John Ehret said that he hoas occasion to go over said road twice
deily; that the road has been bad and in a dangesrous condition for o long
time; thet piles of bark and sawdust have becn allowed to remain unspreond
for weocks snd that ho has notified Mr. Viering, syndic of the 3%% ward
scveral times of the dangerous condition of seid road, but has yet to see
any improvements.

Mr. Herman Bruncs stated that he often has oceasion to go over said
road and that the road long before said accident and even to the present
day is in a most deplorable condition and even dongerouse

Mr. Louis Deris, corroborated the statemont of Messers Ehrot and
Brunes and stated further that he had gotten tircd of notifying the syn~
dic of the 32 Ward: that on sevoeral occusions he cemc very near being
thrown from his wogon by having to pass over piles of bark and sawdust im

Mro. J. Co Tillotson stated that he had occasion to find said pub-
liec road in a most dangerous condition and that his father had asked
Mr. Viering, the syndic of said ward several times to spread such
piles of bark and sawdust as he deemed them most dangerous to life and
property. Messers. Ehret, Tillotson and Deris thought that $85 was &
Pair valuation of the horse, but had no idea of the amount of damages.

Your committee would also call your attention to written state—

] The investigation has forced your committee to most reluctantly
i acknowledged the validity of the claim of Capt. Wm. L. Langridge and
] . would suggest that errangements be made with him to offect o compro-=
mise thercof.

The eccident seems to be wholly due to the neglect of the syndic
of the 3%9 Ward, as it would not have happened if such obstructions
hed not been allowed to remein on the public road and the numerous
eemplaints, of the Citizens of said ward had found prompt attention
from its syndic.

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Upon a personal request of your comittec I would state that I
was coming along the road ab the time the accidont occured to Mre
John Langridge on the public rood in front of the Hoteh propertye I
saw the horse lying in the diteh wnable to got up; seemingly his back
broken. The rond from Harvey to the Union Stave Company has been
in a most deplorable condition for a long time. At the time of said
nocident there was about forty or fifty loads of bork and scwdust
dumped about the road. AL thé. place where said accidoent happened
there were about three or four loads of bark dumped so closely to-
gother that it was impossible for two vehicles to ptss one another
at that point without driving over some of tho piles. Piles of said
bark have been allowed to remain there umsprecd for weeks, the roads
have been in such bad condition and cven dangerous that I have been
unable to heul any goods from Gretne on several occasions to my place
off business.

Upon request I would state that the value of scid horse would be
in my opinion about $80, 1 would further state thot as far as fast
driving is concerned on soid road it is quite impossible &t any time.
Hoping that your honorable body will soon take some steps towards re-
pairing seid road and rid us of a great inconvenicnco.

This canal, on completion of plan, is intended to replace the teil race
of the Dublin avenue pumping Station now discharging into the upper pro-
tection canal at Oleander street, which will then be abandoned as a teil
rece,

Seventeenth and North line streets will be opened as an Avenus, 150
feet wide, in continuation of Washington Sireet, and, with a connection
with the upperline protection levee road, will make the most direct and
desirable drive to West End and Lake Pontchartrain.

The plan also contemplates the erection of a pumping Station, now
wmder contract, to be known as Metairie No 6. Its location will be over
the Canal end immediately in the vicinity of the N. 0. & W Reilroad, as
shown in the blue print. It will not interfere with the present roadway
in any way. By the operation of the pumping station the wabter surface in
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upper protection amnd in the canals tributary to it on river side of
pumps, will be reduced several feet in level to the improvement of all
edjacent lands,

I accompany this letter with a "chert", which explains clearly the
scope of the proposed plan, and also with a blue print showing definitely
the location of the pumping stetion. You will observe that the only
effect this work can have upon the interests of Jefferson Parish will be
thet stated above, viz:- the better drainage of the lands adjacent to
the upper protection canal.
